SERVICE RESPONSIBILITIES

The parties expressly agree 
to waive and forego any and all rights to bring any such class actions, 
purported or proposed class actions, or representative actions.
GOVERNING LAW & SUBMISSION TO JURISDICTION
Legal proceedings against The Company may be instituted only in 
a court within the State of New South Wales, and any claim involved 
in such proceedings shall be decided in accordance with the laws 
of the State of New South Wales.
If any dispute arises between you and us, the laws of New South Wales, 
Australia will apply. 
You irrevocably and unconditionally submit to the exclusive jurisdiction 
of the courts of New South Wales, Australia, and waive any right that you 
may have to object to an action being brought in those courts.
A party may not commence legal proceedings (except proceedings 
seeking interlocutory relief) in respect of a dispute unless:
•	� the dispute has first been referred for mediation in accordance with this 

clause; and
•	� mediation has commenced before a mediator and has been operating 

for at least 60 days.
